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3. Waestgate Central Lake Landscaping Change Order

Mis. Shut stated that extended mitigation was granted by ERM which now permits the
project to eliminate one of two islands within the Westgate Ceniral Lake. The redesign
by Urban Design Studios (UDS) to eliminate the second island, will serve to reduce
long term maintenance costs and provide additional storage capacity. Mr. Keshavarz,
K&A Engineering Consultants, added that bollard barriers be considered for public
safety and pedestrian only access to the lake site. He also suggested that the bollards
could be designed as community recognition or commemorative display markers. Mr.
Michel requested authorization to approve an amount not to exceed $2,000 for the
landscaping plan change order submitted by UDS.

It was moved by Mr. Kirby and seconded by Mr, Koehler to authorize Staff to
approve an amount not to exceed $2,000 for the landscaping plan change order
submitted by UDS, Motion carried 5-0.

4. The “Excavation Exemption Time Certain Public Hearing” was Called to Order

by Chair Wade at 6:30 p.m.

Ms. Shutt announced a public hearing for the excavation exemption for the Westgate

Central Lake. In accordance with the Code requirements in Sec 14 which mandates
that letters to all adjacent property owners within 300 feet of the lake excavation site,
be notified by mail and public notice published in the Palm Beach Post. Ms. Shutt
disclosed that all compliances to Sec 14 have been met by W/BH CRA respectively.

Mr. Keshavarz reported that the Lakeside Mobile Home Park Pump Station Project
could begin as soon as May, 2009. He added that all permits are acquired except
SFWMD and ownership documentation from PBCWUD. He also reported that the L2
and L2B Canal Improvements Project permits are all acquired except for LWDD and
the US Army Corp of Engineers permit by April 30" 2009. He added that the Central
Lake Project is expecting its last permit from SFWMD by May 15, 2009; and
anticipates a June commencement. M. Keshavarz concluded by expressing the
positive assets of WCRA ownership of properties along the L2 Canal banks relative to
all future planning of the Linear Park for public recreation and use.
